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SECOND: Material Events occurred during the Financial Period Ended March 31, 2026

Abu Qir Fertilizers and Chemical Industries Company achieved the following results and
indicators during the three month period ended March 31, 2026:-

- Revenues from main activity of EGP 9.53 billion, compared to EGP 6.64 billion during
the corresponding period, reflecting an increase of 43%.

- Net profit before tax from continuing activities (Operating Profit) reached EGP 4.42
billion, compared to EGP 2.80 billion during the corresponding period, reflecting an
increase of 58%.

- Net profit before tax of EGP 7.20 billion, compared to EGP 3.52 billion during the
corresponding period, reflecting an increase of 105%.

- Net profit after tax of EGP 5.63 billion, compared to EGP 2.78 billion during the
corresponding period, representing an increase of 102%.

The increase in net profit after tax is mainly attributable to following main factors:

1- Continuous plants operation, benefiting from stable natural gas supply.

2- Achievement of the production plan for fertilizers, exceeding the plan by 25% and
increasing by 5% compared to the corresponding period.

3- Growth in sales volumes and values by 6% and 44%, respectively, compared to the
comparable period.

4- Increase in export volumes and values by 18% and 35%, respectively, alongside a
notable rise in local free market sales compared to the comparable period.

5- Improvement in average sales prices (Ministry of Agriculture quota — local free market
— exports) during the financial period ended 31/03/2026 versus the comparable
period.

6- Successful implementation of the company’s marketing strategy in achieving optimal
pricing levels for its diversified product portfolio, alongside expanding into new export
markets and strengthening its global presence.

7- Adoption of a balanced and prudent sales policy aimed at maximizing returns and
achieving optimal economic and marketing results.

8- Effective and well-balanced management of the company’s financial portfolio,
supporting financial stability.
